e Disconnect and erase all of the stuff that is holding you back. Master

the art of leaving and silence the noise.
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Life will never bring you stuff without distractions showing up as circumstances ‘* X ‘ *’
good or bad designed to separate you from your purpose. Distractions are sent , >’.<4 g
to zap your energy and cause you to focus your attention on the wrong things.

Distraction is defined as “to pull apart in different directions and separate; cut
into parts or sections.” Therefore, the target of distraction is to pull you away
from purpose.
